As a special guest we will have Linda Silvas from “Little Tree” Creations providing a Native American drum workshop. Linda has done workshops worldwide. You will be able to create you very own drum with her expert help. Through Linda’s artwork she would like to share her original heritage and knowledge for all human beings to live in peace and harmony with mother earth and self.
