  The cost of the trip is $15.00 per person. Life jackets, boat, and guides are provided by W.S.R.T.  All guides are licensed and have current first aid cards. If you want us to provide transportation there is an additional fee of $5.00 per person. We allow one adult chaperone for each 10 students at the student price of $15.00, but any extra adults are charged $30.00ea.


  This is only a sample itinerary. We are always flexible about changing the times to fit your particular schedule. We hope that this information (as well as the experience itself) can be used by your school. Feel free to pass this package along to fellow teachers who might be able to use one of our educational trips.


  The Birds of Prey National Conservation Area is unique local treasure and we have 14 years of experience guiding school groups in the area (20 years total). Our trips are very safe.  They are in the back waters of Swan Falls Dam. Our boats are set up with bus seats that are very comfortable. There is a rail around the boat, and they are motorized.


��  We always suggest that rain gear be brought along as protection from wind and spray.  We also recommend comfortable hiking boots or walking shoes and  warm, comfortable clothing (preferably in layers so that clothing can be adjusted as the day warms). Other useful items include binoculars, sunblock, a sun hat (to shade the eyes while looking at bird nests) , sunglasses, sunblock, and lunch. Please bring everything in a day pack.
